Illinois Rental Property Owners Association at Forefront of Stopping Anti-Landlord Bills

Thank you for your help this session in supporting our Springfield lobbyist.  CCIA members have donated generously to IRPOA’s Lobbyist fund, attended the Lobby Day in Springfield, and responded to our calls to action when legislation looked like it was going to pass.  As this session ends, the result is victory.

This session there were 6646 House Bills, and 3042 Senate Bills introduced. 

We screened, read, and monitored all of this legislation to make sure that no bills 

that concerned investors, landlords, and other property owners would be passed 

without our input. 

HB2916 – Landlord Licensing - sponsored by Rep. Robeletti and opposed by IRPOA.  This bill saw some movement in the House towards the end of the session, but died in the House Rules committee. The bill would have allowed all municipalities and counties to broadly regulate landlords.

HB4352 – Advanced Entry Notice - This bill was originally opposed by IRPOA, but after we worked on getting it amended, we were neutral on it.  The landlord advance entry notice legislation passed out of the House, but died in the Senate.

HB5170, Relocation Assistance Act - sponsored by Rep. Osterman, and opposed by IRPOA passed the Housing and Urban Development Committee, but died in the Rules committee when no further action was taken. If this bill had passed and a landlord’s building was condemned, the landlord would have had to provide the tenant with $2,000 relocation assistance.

HB5581, an amendment to the Mobile Home Landlord and Tenant Rights Act, opposed by IRPOA. This bill would have provided for an automatic lease renewal for 2 years unless certain requirements were met.  Also provided that if the tenant does not accept the landlord's new lease terms that the park owner and tenant or tenant association shall use a State-certified general real estate appraiser, selected by the parties or the court, to prepare an appraisal to determine the appropriate amount for rent and fees. This bill died in the House rules committee.

HB5612, the Landlord Accountability Act - opposed by IRPOA, provided for relocation assistance to be paid by a landlord to a tenant if a tenant's dwelling is condemned or declared unlawful to occupy. It would have provided that a municipality or other unit of local government may pay relocation assistance to a tenant forced to relocate under the described circumstances and then file an action to collect that amount plus interest, costs, fines, and attorney's fees from the landlord and file a lien for this amount against the property if the amount is not paid. This bill died in the House Rules committee.

SB2139, Landlord Tenant Hearing Officer - introduced on behalf of IRPOA, would have allowed for a special landlord-tenant court in certain circumstances. The bill passed out of committee and was placed on 2nd reading in the Senate, where it remains. The bill was passed out of Committee with an agreement that it would be held on the floor until an amendment could be agreed to.  Died without agreed amendment.

SB2287 – Amendment to Safe Homes Act regarding disclosure of information - sponsored by Sen. Raoul (with additional co-sponsors) in the Senate and Rep. Linder and Nekritz in the House. This bill was placed on the calendar of Order of Concurrence of House Amendments. An IRPOA-supported amendment drastically limited landlord liability.

Other legislation was proposed and defeated that would have required property owners to video their sewer lines and provide the results to buyers, test for radon and provide the results to buyers, forfeit our property if someone was using it for drug manufacture or distribution, provide age and disability information about all residents before being allowed to evict non-paying tenants, and many more.
